S.O. 650(E).—Whereas the Central Government in exercise of the powers conferred by section 9 of the Working
Journalists and other Newspaper employees (Conditions of Service) and Miscellaneous Provisions Act, 1955 (45 of 1955), has
constituted a Wage Board for the purpose of fixing and revising rates of wages in respect of working journalists vide notifica-
tion of the Government of India in the Ministry of Labour, No. S.O. 641 (E), dated the 2nd September, 1994;

And whereas the said Wage Board continues to function;

And whereas the Central Government is of opinion that it is necessary to fix interim rates of wages in respect of working
journalists;

Now, therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred by sub-section (1) of section 13A, of the said Act, the Central
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Government, after c onsultation with the said Wage Board, hereby fixes the interim rates of wages in respect of working journal-
ists at the rate of twenty per cent, of the basic wage, and an additional amount of Rs. 100/- per month.

The interim rates of wages shall be payable with effect #om 20th April, 1995.

S.O. 651(E).—Whereas the Central Government, in exercise of the powers conferred by section 13C of the Working
Journalists and Other Newspaper Employees (Conditions of Service) and Miscellaneous Provisions Act, 1955 (45 of 1955), has
constituted a Wage Board for the purpose of fixing and revising the rates of wages in respect of non-journalist newspaper
employees and news agency employees vide notification of the Government of India in the Ministry of Labour, No. S,O.
642(E), dated the 2nd September, 1994;

And whereas the said Wage Board Continues to function;
And whereas the Central Government is of opinion that it is necessary to fix interim rates of wages in respect of non-

journalist newspaper employees and news agency employees;
Now, therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred by sub-section (I) of section 13A, read with section 13D of the said

Act, the Central Government after consultation with the said Wage Board; hereby fixes the interim rates of wages in respect of
non-journalist newspaper employees and news agency employees at the'rate of twenty per cent, of the basic wage, and an
additional amount of Rs. 100/-per month.

The interim rates of wages shall be payable with effect from 20th April, 1995.
