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The following Bill was introduced in the Andhra Pradesh
Legislative Assembly on 23" March, 2023.

L. A. Bill No. 22 of 2023

A BILL FURTHER TO AMEND THE ANDHRA PRADESH STATE
COMMISSION FOR SCHEDULED TRIBES ACT, 2019.

Be it enacted by the legislature of the State of Ahdhra Pradesh in the
Seventy Fourth Year of Republic of India as follows,-

1. (1) This Act may be called the Andhra Pradesh State Commission for  snort Titie and
Scheduled Tribes (Amendment) Act, 2023. Saeeanad

(2) It shall come into force on such date as the Government may, by
notification in the Official Gazette, appoint.

2. In the Andhra Pradesh State Commission for Scheduled Tribes Act, 2019,  Amendment
in sub-section (1) of section 6, for the words “three years”, the words “two years, i f:f;:::o
extendable up to two years for one time only” shall be substituted and the words of 2020.

“and shall be eligible for re-appointment for a second term only” shall be omitted.
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STATEMENT OF OBJECTS AND REASONS

The Andhra Pradesh State Commission for Scheduled Tribes
 constituted under the Andhra Pradesh State Commission for Scheduled Tribes
Act, 2019 (Act No 30 of 2020) to safeguard the interests of the scheduled
tribes in the state of Andhra Pradesh.

The existing Sub-section (1) of Section 6 of the Andhra Pradesh
Commission for Scheduled Tribes Act, 2019, provides the chairman or the
members shall hold office for tenure of three years from the date of assuming
the office or until he/she attains the age of 65 years whichever is earlier.

There have been a number of representations from various ST
Associations/leaders to reduce the tenure of the Commission and provide '
equal opportunity to more persons belonging to Scheduled Tribes from
amongst persons of ability, integrity and having outstanding record of selfless
service to the cause of justice for the scheduled Tribes to be appointed as
Chairman or the Members of the commission.

Accordingly, after careful examination, the Government have decided
to amend the Andhra Pradesh State Commission for Scheduled Tribes Act,
2019 (Act No.30 of 2020) for limiting the tenure of the ST Commission for (2)
two years instead of three (3) years.

The Bill seeks to give effect to the above decision.
