• Muskogee is the second most common language
spoken at home in Hughes County, Okla., McIn-
tosh County, Okla., Okfuskee County, Okla., and
Seminole County, Okla.

• In the United States, 1 of every 36,390 people age
five and older speaks Muskogee at home. In
Oklahoma, this figure is 1 in 776 people.

• Within the counties, Okfuskee County, Okla. has
the greatest rate of Muskogee speakers (1 in every
28 residents), followed by Seminole County,
Okla. (1 in every 35 residents) and Hughes
County, Okla. (1 in every 38 residents).
