• Denver County’s 68 languages tied for the 77th

highest number recorded in any county in the
United States. Other Colorado counties that were
highly ranked included: Arapahoe County (t-85),
El Paso County (t-91), Jefferson County (t-96)
and Boulder County (101).

• Colorado has the highest percentage of speakers of
Afrikaans, Mongolian and Ute in the United
States. The Centennial State also ranks third in the
percentage of Apache and Hopi speakers and
fourth in the percentage of Navajo speakers.

• Montezuma County has the sixth highest percent-
age of Ute speakers of any county in the nation.
Other counties that rank highly in a given lan-
guage include: Montezuma County (sixth,
Navaho).
