» Montana has the highest percentage of speakers of
Bielorussian, Blackfoot, Cheyenne, Cree, Crow
and Salish in the United States. The Treasure State
also ranks second in the percentage of Arapaho
speakers and third in the percentage of Dakota,
Finnish and German speakers.

* Big Horn County has the highest percentage of
Crow speakers of any county in the nation. Other
counties that rank highly in a given language
include: Glacier County (first, Blackfoot),
Rosebud County (first, Cheyenne) and Hill
County (first, Cree).
