The paragraph for EN1 currently reads:

“Cool roofs are recommended for roofs with insulation entirely above deck and for metal
building roofs. In order to be considered a cool roof for climate zones 1-3, a solar reflec-
tance index (SRI) of 78 or higher is recommended, as determined by ASTM E 1980. The
solar reflectance and thermal emmittance property values should represent long-term per-
formance, such as three-year aged values to account for aging and soiling of roofs. Ratings
should be determined by a laboratory accredited by the Cool Roof Rating Council.”
It should be reworded to read as follows:

“Cool roofs are recommended for roofs with insulation entirely above deck and for metal
building roofs. In order to be considered a cool roof for climate zones 1-3, the roof must
have a high reflectance and a high thermal emmittance. One measure of these prop-
erties is the solar reflectance index (SRI). An SRI of 78 or higher is recommended, as
determined by ASTM E 1980. The radiative property values should represent long-term
performance, such as three-year aged values to account for aging and soiling of roofs. Rat-
ings should be determined by a laboratory accredited by the Cool Roof Rating Council.
