This addendum is based on the new TPS (Title, Purpose, 
and Scope) for Standard 90.2, which is being revised to 
accommodate the committee’s goals to create a leadership 
standard for the benefit of jurisdictions, energy efficiency 
programs, and other organizations wishing to make ad-
vancements in residential energy performance. The new 
TPS would enable Standard 90.2 to cover high-rise residen-
tial buildings as well as retrofitted structures. It would also 
allow for future expansion of the standard to create provi-
sions based on reductions in emissions where the current 
standard is strictly energy-based.
