The Contractor shall provide the necessary personnel, material, equipment, services and facilities, to perform the

contract requirements without any cost to the Government. The Contractor must perform the required services for

this contract as a prime Contractor, not as an agent or subcontractor. The Contractor shall not enter into any

subcontracts for the performance of the services, or assign or transfer any of its rights or obligations under this

contract, without the Government's prior written consent and any attempt to do so shall be void and without further

effect.

The Contractor shall be a) a wholly U.S. owned and operated firm or fully accredited U.S. university or college

operating in one of the 50 states of the United States or District of Columbia; b) incorporated within one of the fifty

(50) states of the United States or District of Columbia; and c) organized under the laws of a state of the United
