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Today on Human Rights Day, we commemorate the adoption by the United Nations General
Assembly of the Universal Declaration of Human Rights. For the past 52 years, this Declaration
has been the basis for what we today regard as our human rights.

The Declaration has been translated into more than 300 languages, making it the most translated
document in the world. Making it available to everyone - educating people about their rights - is
essential, because we cannot exercise our rights unless we know what they are. That is why
today's Human Rights Day theme, on human rights education, is so important.
