As you are aware, | have emphasized the importance of developing
concrete actions to eradicate extreme poverty and achieving the
Millennium Development Goals by 2015. As we approach the
midpoint of the target date, it is essential to take stock of the progress
made so far in order to generate further impetus towards achieving our
objectives.

The informal thematic debate will provide an opportunity to identify
practical measures to help Member States develop and implement
their Nationd Development Strategies.
